Destinations Visited: Delhi- Agra – Jaipur – Jodhpu r - Udaipur 
 
Day 1 - Delhi 
 

Arrive in Delhi. Met on arrival and escorted to your hotel.

Day 2 - Delhi 
 
Delhi – the capital of India is 
a blend of a historic past 
and vibrant preset. 
 
This morning we take a tour 
of the Old Delhi  built by 
Emperor Shahjehan visiting 
the famous Red Fort, Jama 
Mosque and the Chandani 
Chowk area.   In the 
afternoon we explore the 

Qutab Minar –  (a 12th century tower) built by the first Islamic dynasty and the Humayun Tomb a 
mausoleum of Emperor Humayun on which has influenced the architecture of Taj.

Day 3 - Agra 

This morning we drive to Agra – the city of inmitable Taj 
Mahal. 
 
An important city in the 15 and 16 century when Mughals 
ruled the country and made Agra their Capital. This city 
boasts of the finest architecture you can find any where 
in the world. The city boasts of the stunning Taj Mahal( 
one of the wonders of the world)  -  a silence tribute to 
the love story of Shahjehan and his beloved Mumtaj and  
the incredible Red Fort built by Emperor Akbar. 
 
We arrive by lunch and in the afternoon visit the Red 
Fort.

Day 4 - Jaipur 
 



We start the morning with a visit to the stunning Taj   
Mahal at Sunrise.  We return to our hotel for Breakfast   
and then drive to Jaipur (5 hours). Enroute we visit   
Fatehpur Sikri built by Emperor Akbar this 16th century   
fortress and city was inhabited for a very few years and   
abandoned after shortage of water. It is also known by   
the epiteth – The Ghost City.  
 
We arrive Jaipur by late afternoon and check in our   
hotel.

Day 5 - Jaipur 
 

This morning we drive 11 kms outside Jaipur and visit 
the Amber fort and palace - a beautiful and well 
preserved 16th century structure built on four levels 
and surrounded by ruins.  The capital of Kachawaha 
rulers before Jaipur was founded it is most famous for 
its Hall of Mirrors and the Hall of Victory.  
 
After lunch we explore the Pink City exploring the City 
Palace Museum, Jantar Mantar (a 18th century 
Observatory) and the Hawa Mahal or Palace of winds – 
the most famous landmark of Jaipur and not to forget 
the Jaipur markets. Overnight at the Hotel  (B) 

 
Day 6 - Jodhpur 

 
After breakfast we drive (7 hours) to the Gateway of Thar Desert – 
Jodhpur. And check in our hotel.  
 
Jodhpur is a 15th century city. The city boasts of the imposing 
Mehrangarh Fort perched on the hill top just above the city. The old city 
is dominated with houses in differet shades of blue giving it the epithet – 
“the blue city”. The markets of Sadar Bazzar are a real treat not only to 
shoppers but also to photographers in search of that perfect picture.  
 
In the afternoon we explore the Blue City and the markets of Sadar 
Bazaar and the Clock Tower.

Day 7 - Jodhpur  



 
This morning we drive in the surrounding villages 
meeting families of Bishnois (a community which   
lives by eco-friendly principles). The Meghawas  
(Potters) and the Prajapats who weave magic out  
of cotton.  
 
We return to the hotel for lunch.  
 
In the afternoon we take a tour of the   
Mehrangarh Fort and return to our hotel.

Day 8 - Udaipur Udaipur 
 

This morning we drive (6 hours) to Udaipur – the city 
of lakes. Enroute we visit the Jain temples of 
Ranakpur. We arrive Udaipur late in the afternoon 
and check in our hotel. In the evening we witness 
local dances of different regions of Rajasthan.  
 
The city of lakes, Udaipur is a lovely mix of  lakes, 
forts, palaces, temples, gardens, mountains and 
narrow lanes strewn with stalls, reliving the 
reminisces of a heroic past, valor and chivalry.

Day 9 - Udaipur 
 
This morning we take a tour of the famous  
City Palace; which towers over the Pichola   
lake and is a marvel in architecture with 
traditional balconies and courtyards 
interspersed with beautiful palaces like the   
Badi Mahal, the Krishna Vilas and the Mirror  
palace; the Jagidish Temple is a towering   
edifice in Marble right in the heart of the city  
and is made on the principles of temple  
architecture of the Hindu religion.  
 
We spend the afternoon in the markets of Udaipur 
and late in the afternoon we take a boat ride on the 



Pichola Lake to see the Venice of the east perspective of this city.
